Application Notes

TheOffense Level (1-43) forms the vertical axis of the Sentencing Table. The Criminal History
Category (I-Vhforms the horizontal axis of the Table. The intersection of the Offense Level
and Criminal History Category displays the Guideline Range in months of imprisonment.
"Life" meandlife imprisonment. For example, the guideline range applicable to a defendant
with an Offense Level of 15 and a Criminal History Category of Ill is 24-30 months of
imprisonment.

In rare cases, a total offense level of less than 1 or more than 43 may result from application
of the guidelines. A total offense level of less than 1 is to be treated as an offense level of 1.
An offense level of more than 43 is to be treated as an offense level of 43.

TheCriminal History Category is determined by the total criminal history points from Chapter
Four, Part A, except as provided in 884B1.1 (Career Offender) and 4B1.4 (Armed Career
Criminal). The total criminal history points associated with each Criminal History Category
are shown under each Criminal History Category in the Sentencing Table.

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PART B - PROBATION

Introductory Commentary

The Comprehensive Crime Control Act of 1984 makes probation a sentence in and of itself.
18U.S.C. 8 3561. Probation may be used as an alternative to incarceration, provided that the terms
andconditions of probation can be fashioned so as to meet fully the statutory purposes of sentencing,
including promoting respect for law, providing just punishment for the offense, achieving general
deterrence, and protecting the public from further crimes by the defendant.

85B1.1. Imposition of a Term of Probation

(&) Subjectto the statutory restrictions in subsection (b) below, a sentence of
probation is authorized if:

(1) the applicable guideline range is in Zone A of the Sentencing Table; or
(2)  theapplicable guideline range is in Zone B of the Sentencing Table and the
coutt imposes a condition or combination of conditions requiring
intermittent confinement, community confinement, or home detention as
provided in subsection (c)(3) of 85C1.1 (Imposition of a Term of
Imprisonment).
(b) A sentence of probation may not be imposed in the event:

(1) theoffense of conviction is a Class A or B felony, 18 U.S.C. 8 3561(a)(1);

(2) the offense of conviction expressly precludes probation as a sentence,
18 U.S.C. § 3561(a)(2);

(3) thedefendant is sentenced at the same time to a sentence of imprisonment
for the same or a different offense, 18 U.S.C. § 3561(a)(3).

Commentary

Application Notes

1. Exceptwhere prohibited by statute or by the guideline applicable to the offense in Chapter
Two, the guidelines authorize, but do not require, a sentence of probation in the following
circumstances:
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(&) Wherethe applicable guideline range is in Zone A of the Sentencing Table (i.e., the
minimumterm of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline range is zero
months) In such cases, a condition requiring a period of community confinement, home
detention, or intermittent confinement may be imposed but is not required.

(b) Wherethe applicable guideline range is in Zone B of the Sentencing Table (i.e., the
minimumterm of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline range is at least
onebut not more than six monthdh such cases, the court may impose probation only
if it imposes a condition or combination of conditions requiring a period of community
confinement,home detention, or intermittent confinement sufficient to satisfy the
minimumterm of imprisonment specified in the guideline range. For example, where
theoffense level is 7 and the criminal history category is Il, the guideline range from the
Sentenmg Table is 2-8 months. In such case, the court may impose a sentence of
probation only ifit imposes a condition or conditions requiring at least two months of
communityconfinement, home detention, or intermittent confinement, or a combination
of community confinement, home detention, and intermittent confinement totalling at
least two months.

2. Wherethe applicable guideline range is in Zone C or D of the Sentencing Tiah|ehe
minimumterm of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline range is eight months or
more), theguidelines do not authorize a sentence of probatle®e85C1.1 (Imposition of a
Term of Imprisonment).

Background This section provides for the imposition of a sentence of probation. The court may
sentenca defendant to a term of probation in any case unless (1) prohibited by statute, or (2) where
a term of imprisonment is required undg&C1.1 (Imposition of a Term of Imprisonment). Under

18 U.S.C. § 3561(a)(3), the imposition of a sentence of probation is prohibited where the defendant
is sentenced at the same time to a sentence of imprisonment for the same or a different offense.
Although this provision has effectively abolished the use of "split sentences" imposable pursuant to
theformer 18 U.S.C. § 3651, the drafters of the Sentencing Reform Act noted that the functional
equivalent of the split sentence could be "achieved by a more direct and logically consistent route"
by providing that a defendant serve a term of imprisonment followed by a period of supervised
release. (S. Rep. No. 225, 98th Cong., 1st Sess. 89 (1983)). Section 5B1.1(a)(2) provides a
transitionbetween the circumstances under which a "straight" probationary term is authorized and
those where probation is prohibited.

85B1.2. Term of Probation

(@8  When probation is imposed, the term shall be:

(1) atleast one year but not more than five years if the offense leFaris
greater;

(2) no more than three years in any other case.
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Commentary

Background This section governs the length of a term of probation. Subject to statutory
restrictions the guidelines provide that a term of probation may not exceed three years if the offense
level is less than 6. # defendant has an offense level of 6 or greater, the guidelines provide that
a term of probation be at least one year but not more than five years. Although some distinction in
thelength of a term of probation is warranted based on the circumstances of the case, a term of
probationmay also be used to enforce conditions such as fine or restitution payments, or attendance
in a program of treatment such as drug rehabilitation. Often, it mapagtossible to determine

the amount of time required for the satisfaction of such payments or programs in advance. This
issuehas been resolved by setting forth two broad ranges for the duration of a term of probation
depending upothe offense level. Within the guidelines set forth in this section, the determination
of the length of a term of probation is within the discretion of the sentencing judge.

Note Section 3563(a)(2) of Title 18, United States Code, provides that, absent
unusualcircumstances, a defendant convicted of a felony shall abide by at least
one of the conditions set forth in 18 U.S.C. § 3563(b)(2), (b)(3), and (b)(13).
Beforethe enactment of the Antiterrorism and Effective Death Penalty Act of
1996, those conditions were a fine ((b)(2)), an order of restitution ((b)(3)), and
communityservice ((b)(13)). Whether or not the change was intended, the Act
deletedthe fine condition and renumbered the restitution and community service
conditionsin 18 U.S.C. 8§ 3563(b), but failed to make a corresponding change in
the referenced paragraphs under 18 U.S.C. 8§ 3563(a)(2). Accordingly, the
conditionsnow referenced are restitution ((b)(2)), notice to victims pursuant to
18 U.S.C. § 3555 ((b)(3)), and an order that the defendant reside, or refrain from
residing, in a specified place or area ((b)(13)).

the law, and to provide just punishment for the offense; (C) the need for the

sentencémposed to afford adequate deterrence to criminal conduct; (D) the need
to protect the public from further crimes of the defendant; and (E) the need to
providethe defendant with needed educational or vocational training, medical care,
or other correctional treatment in the most effective manner; and (2) involve only

such deprivations of liberty or property as are reasonably necessary for the
purposesof sentencing indicated in 18 U.S.C. § 3553(sge(18 U.S.C.

§ 3563(b)).

The following"standard" conditions are recommended for probation. Several of
the conditions are expansions of the conditions required by statute:

If the instant conviction is for a felony, or if the defendant was previously
convicted of a felony or used a firearm or other danges@agpon in the
courseof the instant offense -- a condition prohibiting the defendant from
possessing a firearm or other dangerous weapon.

(2) Debt Obligations

If an installment schedule of payment of restitution or a fine is imposed --
a condition prohibiting the defendant from incurring new credit charges or
openingadditional lines of credit without approval of the probation officer
unless the defendant is in compliance with the payment schedule.

(3)  Access to Financial Information

If the court imposes an order of restitution, forfeiture, or notice to victims,
or orders the defendant to pay a fine -- a condition requiring the defendant
to provide the probation officer access to any requested financial
information.

(4)  Substance Abuse Program Participation

If the court has reason to believe that the defendant is an abuser of
narcotics,other controlled substances or alcohol -- a condition requiring
the defendant to participate in a program approved by the United States
ProbationOffice for substance abuse, which program may include testing
to determine whether the defendant has reverted to the use of drugs or
alcohol.

) Mental Health Program Participation

If the court has reason to believe that the defendant is in need of
psychologicalor psychiatric treatment -- a condition requiring that the
defendant participate in a mental health program approved hynttesl
States Probation Office.

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PART C - IMPRISONMENT

85C1.1. Imposition of a Term of Imprisonment

(@ A sentence conforms with the guidelines for imprisonment if it is within the
minimum and maximum terms of the applicable guideline range.

(b) If the applicable guideline range is in Zone A of the Sentencing Table, a sentence
of imprisonment is notequired, unless the applicable guideline in Chapter Two
expressly requires such a term.

(c) If the applicable guideline range is in Zone B of the Sentencing Table, the
minimum term may be satisfied by --

(1) asentence of imprisonment; or

(2) asentence of imprisonment that includes a term of supervised release with
a condition that substitutes community confinement or home detention
accordingto the schedule in subsection (e), provided that at least one
month is satisfied by imprisonment; or

(3) a sentence of probation that includes a condition or combination of
conditions that substitute intermittent confinement, community
confinement, or home detention for imprisonment according to the schedule
in subsection (e).

(d) If the applicable guideline range is in Zone C of the Sentencing Table, the
minimum term may be satisfied by --

(1) a sentence of imprisonment; or

(2) asentence of imprisonment that includes a term of supervised release with
a condition that substitutes community confinement or home detention
accordingto the schedule in subsection (e), provided that at least one-half
of the minimum term is satisfied by imprisonment.

(e)  Schedule of Substitute Punishments:

(1) Oneday of intermittent confinement in prison or jail for one day of
imprisonment(each 24 hours of confinement is credited as one day of
intermittentconfinement, provided, however, that one day shall be credited
for any calendar day during which the defendant is employed in the
community and confined during all remaining hours);

(2)  Oneday of community confinement (residence in a community treatment

center, halfway house, or similar residential facility) for one day of
imprisonment;
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(3)  One day of home detention for one day of imprisonment.

® If the applicable guideline range is in Zone D of the Sentencing Table, the
minimum term shall be satisfied by a sentence of imprisonment.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

Subsectiorfa) provides that a sentence conforms with the guidelines for imprisonment if it is
within the minimum and maximum terms of the applicable guideline range specified in the
Sentencing Table in Part A of this Chapter. For example, if the defendant has an Offense Level
of 20 and a Criminal History Categonf |, the applicable guideline range is 33-41 months

of imprisonment. Therefore, a sentence of imprisonment of at least thirty-three months, but
not more than forty-one months, is within the applicable guideline range.

Subsection(b) provides that where the applicable guideline range is in Zone A of the
Sentencing able {.e., the minimum term of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline
range is zero months), the courtist required to impose a sentence of imprisonment unless
asentence of imprisonment or its equivalent is specifically required by the guideline applicable
to the offense. Where imprisonment is not required, the court, for example, may impose a
sentence of probation. In some cases, a fine appropriately may be imposed as the sole
sanction.

Subsection (c) provides that where the applicable guideline range is in Zone B of the
Sentencingd able {.e., the minimum term of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline
range is at least one but not more than six months), the court has three options:

It may impose a sentence of imprisonment.

It may impose a sentence of probation provided that it includes a condition of probation
requiring a period of intermittent confinement, community confinement, or home
detention,or combination of intermittent confinement, community confinement, and
homedetention, sufficient to satisfy the minimum period of imprisonment specified in the
guidelinerange. For example, where the guideline range is 4-10 months, a sentence of
probationwith a condition requiring at least four months of intermittent confinement,
community confinement, or home detention would satisfy the minimum term of
imprisonment specified in the guideline range.

Or, it may impose a sentence of imprisonment that includes a term of supervised release
with a condition that requires community confinement or home detention. In such case,
at leastone month must be satisfied by actual imprisonment and the remainder of the
minimum term specified in the guideline range must be satisfied by community
confinemenobr home detention. For example, where the guideline range is 4-10 months,
a sentence of imprisonment of one month followed by a term of supervised release with
a condition requiring three months of community confinement or home detention would
satisfy the minimum term of imprisonment specified in the guideline range.
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Thepreceding examples illustrate sentences that satisfy the minimum term of imprisonment
requiredby the guideline range. The court, of course, may impose a sentence at a higher point
within the applicable guideline range. For example, where the guideline range is 4-10 months,
botha sentence of probation with a condition requiring six months of community confinement
or home detention (under subsection (c)(3)) and a sentence of two months imprisonment
followedby a term of supervised release with a condition requiring four months of community
confinemenor home detention (under subsection (c)(2)) would be within the guideline range.

4. Subsection (d) provides that where the applicable guideline range is in Zone C of the
Sentencind able (.e., the minimum term specified in the applicable guideline range is eight,
nine, or ten months), the court has two options:

It may impose a sentence of imprisonment.

Or, it may impose a sentence of imprisonment that includes a term of supervised release
with a condition requiring community confinement or home detention. In such case, at
least one-half of the minimum term specified in the guideline range must be satisfied by
imprisonmentand the remainder of the minimum term specified in the guideline range
must be satisfied by community confinement or home detention. For example, where the
guidelinerange is 8-14 months, a sentence of four months imprisonment followed by a
term of supervised release with a condition requiring four months community
confinementor home detention would satisfy the minimum term of imprisonment
required by the guideline range.

Thepreceding example illustrates a sentence that satisfies the minimum term of imprisonment
requiredby the guideline range. The court, of course, may impose a sentence at a higher point
within the guideline range. For example, where the guideline range is 8-14 months, both a
sentenceof four months imprisonment followed by a term of supervised release with a
conditionrequiring six months of community confinement or home detention (under subsection
(d)), and a sentence of five months imprisonment followed by a term of supervised release with
a condition requiring four months eabmmunity confinement or home detention (also under
subsection (d)) would be within the guideline range.

5. Subsection (e) sets forth a schedule of imprisonment substitutes.

6. Theremay be cases in which a departure from the guidelines by substitution of a longer period
of community confinement than otherwise authorized for an equivalent number of months of
imprisonmenis warranted to accomplish a specific treatment purpesg, Substitution of
twelve months in an approved residential drug treatment program for twelve months of
imprisonment).Such a substitution should be considered only in cases where the defendant’s
criminality is related to the treatment problem to be addressed and there is a reasonable
likelihood that successful completion of the treatment program will eliminate that problem.

7. The use of substitutes for imprisonment as provided in subsections (c) and (d) is not

recommendetbr most defendants with a criminal history category of Il or above. Generally,
such defendants have failed to reform despite the use of such alternatives.
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8. Subsection(f) provides that, where the applicable guideline range is in Zone D of the
Sentencing able {.e., the minimum term of imprisonment specified in the applicable guideline
range is twelve months or more), the minimum term must be satisfied by a sentence of
imprisonment without the use of any of the imprisonment substitutes in subsection (e).

85C1.2. Limitation on Applicability of Statutory Minimum Sentences in Certain Cases

In the case of an offense under 21 U.S.C. 8§ 841, § 844, § 846, § 960, or § 963, the court
shallimpose a sentence in accordance with the applicable guidelines without regard to any
statutory minimum sentence, if the court finds that the defendant meets the criteria in
18 U.S.C. 8 3553(f)(1)-(5) set forth verbatim below:

(1) thedefendant does not have more than 1 criminal history point, as determined
under the sentencing guidelines;

(2) the defendant did not use violence or credible threats of violence or possess a
firearm or other dangerous weapon (or induce another participant to do so) in
connection with the offense;

(3) the offense did not result in death or serious bodily injury to any person;

(4) thedefendant was not an organizer, leader, manager, or supervisor of others in the
offense, as determined under the sentencing guidelinesasdot engaged in a
continuing criminal enterprise, as defined in 21 U.S.C. § 848; and

(5) not later than the time of the sentencing hearing, the defendant has truthfully
provided to the Government all information and evidence the defendant has
concerninghe offense or offenses that were part of the same course of conduct or
of a common scheme or plan, but the fact that the defendant has no relevant or
usefulother information to provide or that the Government is already aware of the
information shall not preclude a determination by the court that the defendant has
complied with this requirement.

Commentary

Application Notes

1. "More than 1 criminal history point, as determined under the sentencing guidelines," as used
in subdivision(1), means more than one criminal history point as determined under 84A1.1
(Criminal History Category).

2. "Dangerous weapon" and "firearm," as usedsinrbdivision (2), and "serious bodily injury,"
asused in subdivision (3), are defined in the Commentary to 81B1.1 (Application Instructions).
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3. "Offense,"as used in subdivisions (2)-(4), and "offense or offenses that were part of the same
courseof conduct or of a common scheme or plan,” as used in subdivision (5), mean the
offense of conviction and all relevant conduct.

4. Consistentvith 81B1.3 (Relevant Conduct), the term "defendant,” as used in subdivision (2),
limits the accountability of the defendant to his own conduct and conduct that he aided or
abetted, counseled, commanded, induced, procured, or willfully caused.

5.  "Organizer, leader, manager, @upervisor of others in the offense, as determined under the
sentencingguidelines,” as used in subdivision (4), means a defendant who receives an
adjustment for an aggravating role under §3B1.1 (Aggravating Role).

6. "Engaged in a continuing criminal enterprise,” as used in subdivision (4), is defined in
21U.S.C. 8§ 848(c). As a practical matter, it should not be necessary to apply this prong of
subdivision(4) because (i) this section does not apply to a conviction under 21 U.S.C. § 848,
and (ii) any defendant who "engaged in a continuing criminal enterprise” but is convicted of
an offense to which this section applies will be an "organizer, leader, manager, or supervisor
of others in the offense."

7. Informationdisclosed by the defendant with respect to subdivision (5) may be considered in
determiningthe applicable guideline range, except where the use of such information is
restricted under the provisions 81B1.8 (Use of Certain Information). That is, subdivision
(5) does not provide an independent basis for restricting the use of information disclosed by
the defendant.

8. Under 18 U.S.C. § 3553(f), prior to itetermination, the court shall afford the government
an opportunity to make a recommendati@eealso Fed. R. Crim. P. 32(c)(1), (3).

9. Adefendant who meets the criteria under this section is exempt from any otherwise applicable
statutory minimum sentence of imprisonment and statutory minimum term of supervised
release.

Background This section sets forth the relevant provisions of 18 U.S.C. § 3553(f), as added by
section80001(a) of the Violent Crime Control and Law Enforcement Act of 1994, which limit the
applicability of statutory minimum sentences in certain cases. Under the authority of section
80001 (b)of that Act, the Commission has promulgated application notes to provide guidance in the
application of 18 U.S.C. § 3553(f) Seealso H. Rep. No. 460, 103d Cong., 2d Sess. 3 (1994)

1. Undersubsection (a), the court is required to impose a term of supervised release to follow
imprisonment if a sentence of imprisonmaintnore than one year is imposed or if a term of
supervised release is required by a specific statute. The court may depart from this guideline
andnot impose a term of supervised release if it determines that supervised release is neither
requiredby statute nor required for any of the following reasons: (1) to protect the public
welfare; (2) to enforce a financial condition; (3) to provide drug or alcohol treatment or
testing;(4) to assist the reintegration of the defendant into the community; or (5) to accomplish
any other sentencing purpose authorized by statute.

2. Undersubsection (b), the court may impose a term of supervised release to follow a term of
imprisonment of one year or less for any of the reasons set forth in Application Note 1.

to protect the public from further crimes of the defendant; and (D) the need to
providethe defendant with needed educational or vocational training, medical care,
or other correctional treatment in the most effective manner; and (2) involve no
greaterdeprivation of liberty than is reasonably necessary for the purposes set
forth above and are consistent with any pertinent policy statements issued by the
Sentencing Commission.

The following "standard" conditions are recommended for supervised release.
Several of the conditions are expansions of the conditions required by statute:

Access to Financial Information

If the court imposes an order of restitution, forfeiture, or notice to victims, or
ordersthe defendant to pay a fine -- a condition requiring the defendant to provide
the probation officer access to any requested financial information.

Substance Abuse Program Participation

If the court has reason to believe that the defendant is an abuser of narcotics, other
controlled substances or alcohol -- a condition requiring the defendant to
participatein a program approved by the United States Probation Office for
substancebuse, which program may include testing to determine whether the
defendant has reverted to the use of drugs or alcohol.

Mental Health Program Participation

If the court has reason to believe that the defendant is in need of psychological or
psychiatrictreatment -- a condition requiring that the defendant participate in a
mental health program approved by the United States Probation Office.

Additional Conditions

The following "special conditions” may be appropriate on a case-by-case basis:

A condition imposing a curfew may be imposed if the court concludes that

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(2) replacement of property; or (3) if the victim agrees, services rendered to the
victim or to a person or organization other than the vicé®e 18 U.S.C.
§ 3664(f)(4).

()] A restitution order may direct the defendant to make nominal periodic payments
if the court finds from facts on the record that the economic circumstances of the
defendanto not allow the payment of any amount of a restitution order and do not
allow for the payment ahe full amount of a restitution order in the foreseeable
future under any reasonable schedule of payments.

Orders of restitution are authorizeder 18 U.S.C. 88 2248, 2259, 2264, 2327,
3663,and 3663A. For offenses for which an order of restitution is not authorized, restitution may
be imposed as a condition of probation or supervised release.

Subsection(d) implements the instruction to the Commission in section 205 of the
Antiterrorism and Effective Death Penalty Act of 199®his provision directs the Commission to
develop guidelines for community restitution in connectidh certain drug offenses where there
is no identifiable victim but the offense causes "public harm."

(@) Thecourt shall impose a fine in all cases, except where the defendant establishes
that he is unable to pay and is not likely to become able to pay any fine.

If,
however the guideline for the offense in Chapter Two provides a specific rule for
imposing a fine, that rule takes precedence over subsection (c) of this section.

(4)  Subsection(c)(2), limiting the maximum fine, does not apply if the
defendanis convicted under a statute authorizing (A) a maximum fine
greaterthan $250,000, or (B) a fine for each day of violation. In such
cases, the court may impose a fingaphe maximum authorized by the
Statute.

(d) In determining the amount of the fine, the court shall consider:

(1) theneed for the combined sentence to reflect the seriousness of the offense
(includingthe harm or loss to the victim and the gain to the defendant), to
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(€)

promote respect for the law, to provide just punishment and to afford
adequate deterrence;

(2) anyevidence presented as to the defendant’s ability to pay the fine (includ-
ing the ability to pay over a period of time) in light of his earning capacity
and financial resources;

(3) the burden that the fine places on the defendant and his dependents
relative to alternative punishments;

(4) anyrestitution or reparation that the defendant has made or is obligated to
make;

(5) any collateral consequences of conviction, including civil obligations
arising from the defendant’s conduct;

(6)  whether the defendant previously has been fined for a similar offense;

(7)  theexpected costs to the government of any term of probation, or term of
imprisonment and term of supervised release imposed; and

(8) any other pertinent equitable considerations.

The amount of the fine should always be sufficient to ensure that the fine, taken
together with other sanctions imposed, is punitive.

If the defendant establishes that (1) he is not able and, even with the use of a
reasonablénstallment schedule, is not likely to become able to pay all or part of
the fine required by the preceding provisions, or (2) imposition of a fine would
unduly burden the defendant’s dependents, the court may impose dithesser

waive the fine. In these circumstances, the court shall consider alternative
sanctios in lieu of all or a portion of the fine, and must still impose a total
combined sanction that is punitive. Although any additional sanction not
proscribedby the guidelines is permissible, community service is the generally
preferable alternative in such instances.

If the defendant establishes that payment of the fine in a lump sum would have an
unduly severe impact on him or his dependents, the court should establish an
installment schedule for payment of the fine. The length of the installment
schedulegenerally should not exceed twelve months, and shall not exceed the
maximumterm of probation authorized for the offense. The defendant should be
required to pay a substantial installment at the time of sentencing. If the court
authorizes a defendant sentenced to probati@upervised release to pay a fine

on an installment schedule, the court shall require as a condition of probation or
supervisedelease that the defendant pay the fine according to the schedule. The
court also may impose condition prohibiting the defendant from incurring new
creditcharges or opening additional lines of credit unless he is in compliance with
the payment schedule.
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(@) If the defendant knowingly fails to pay a delinquent fine, the court shall resentence
him in accordance with 18 U.S.C. § 3614.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

A fine may be the sole sanction if the guidelines do not require a term of imprisonment. If,
however, the fine is not paid in full at the time of sentencing, it is recommended that the court
sentencedhe defendant to a term of probation, with payment of the fine as a condition of
probation. If a fine is imposed in addition to a term of imprisonment, it is recommended that
thecourt impose a term of supervised release following imprisonment as a means of enforcing
payment of the fine.

In general, the maximum fine permitted by law as to each count of conviction is $250,000 for
afelony or for any misdemeanor resulting in death; $100,000 for a Class A misdemeanor; and
$5,000for any other offense. 18 U.S.C. § 3571(b)(3)-(7). However, higher or lower limits
mayapply when specified by statute. 18 U.S.C. § 3571(b)(1), (e). As an alternative maximum,
the court may fine the defendant up to the greater of twice the gross gain or twice the gross
loss. 18 U.S.C. § 3571(b)(2), (d).

The determination of the fine guideline range may be dispensed with entirely upon a court
determination of present and futureability to pay any fine. The inability of a defendant to
postbail bond (having otherwise been determined eligible for release) and the fact that a
defendants represented by (or was determined eligible for) assigned counsel are significant
indicatorsof present inability to pay any fine. In conjunction with other factors, they may also
indicate that the defendant is not likely to become able to pay any fine.

The Commission envisions that for most defendants, the maximum of the guideline fine range
from subsection (c) will be at least twice the amount of gain or loss resulting from the offense.
Where,however, two times either the amount of gain to the defendant or the amount of loss
caused by the offense exceeds the maximuine dine guideline, an upward departure from

the fine guideline may be warranted.

Moreover,where a sentence within the applicable fine guideline range would not be sufficient
to ensure both the disgorgement of any gain from the offense that otherwise would not be
disgorged(e.q, by restitution or forfeiture) and an adequate punitive fine, an upward
departure from the fine guideline range may be warranted.

Subsetion (c)(4) applies to statutes that contain special provisions permitting larger fines; the
guidelinesdo not limit maximum fines in such cases. These statutes include, among others:
21 U.S.C. 88 841(b) and 960(b), which authorize fines up tilfi&n in offenses involving

the manufacture, distribution, or importation of certain controlled substances; 21 U.S.C.

8§ 848(a), which authorizes fines up to $4 million in offenses involving the manufacture or
distributionof controlled substances by a continuing criminal enterprise; 18 U.S.C. § 1956(a),
whichauthorizes a fine equal to the greater of $500,000 or two times the value of the monetary
instrument®r funds involved in offenses involving money laundering of financial instruments;
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18 U.S.C. § 1957(b)(2), which authorizes a fine equal to two times the amount of any
criminally derived property involved in a money laundering transaction; 33 U.S.C. 8§ 1319(c),
whichauthorizes a fine of up to $50,000 per day for violations of the Water Pollution Control
Act; 42 U.S.C. § 6928(d), which authorizes a fine of up to $50,000 per day for violations of the
Resource&Conservation Act; and 42 U.S.C. § 7413(c), which authorizes a fine of up to $25,000
per day for violations of the Clean Air Act.

Theexistence of income or assets that the defendant failed to disclose may justify a larger fine
than that which otherwise would be warranted under this section. The court may base its
conclusionas to this factor on information revealing significant unexplained expenditures by
the defendant or unexplained possession of assets that do not comport with the defendant’s
reportedincome. If the court concludes that the defendant willfully misrepresented all or part

of his income or assets, it may increase the offense level and resulting sentence in accordance
with Chapter Three, Part C (Obstruction).

In considering subsection (d)(7), the court may be guided by reports published by the Bureau
of Prisons and the Administrative Office of the United States Courts concerning average costs.

85E1.3. Special Assessments

A special assessment must be imposed on a convicted defendant in the amount prescribed
by statute.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

This guideline applies only if the defendant is an individu&@ee 88E1.1 for special
assessments applicable to organizations.

The following special assessments are provided by statute (18 U.S.C. § 3013):

For Offenses Committed By Individuals On Or After April 24, 1996:

(A) $100, if convicted of a felony;

(B) $25, if convicted of a Class A misdemeanor;

(C) $10, if convicted of a Class B misdemeanor;

(D) $5, if convicted of a Class C misdemeanor or an infraction.
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For Offenses Committed By Individuals On Or After November 18, 1988 But Prior To April 24,
1996:

(E) $50, if convicted of a felony;

(F) $25, if convicted of a Class A misdemeanor;

(G) $10, if convicted of a Class B misdemeanor;

(H) $5, if convicted of a Class C misdemeanor or an infraction.

For Offenses Committed By Individuals Prior To November 18, 1988:

()  $50, if convicted of a felony;
(J) $25, if convicted of a misdemeanor.

3. A special assessment is required by statute for each count of conviction.

Background Section 3013 of Title 18, United States Code, added by The Victims of Crimes Act of
1984,Pub. L. No. 98-473, Title Il, Chap. XIV, requires courts to impose special assessments on
convicted defendants for the purpose of funding the Crime Victims Fund established by the same
legislation.

85E1.4. Forfeiture

Forfeiture is to be imposed upon a convicted defendant as provided by statute.

Commentary

Background Forfeiture provisions exist in various statutes. For example, 18 U.S.C. § 3554
requiresthe court imposing a sentence under 18 U.S.C. § 1962 (proscribing the use of the proceeds
of racketeering activities in the operation of an enterprise engaged in interstate commerce) or
Titlesll and Ill of the Comprehensive Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Act of 1970 (proscribing
the manufacture and distribution of controlled substances) to order the forfeiture of property in
accordancewith 18 U.S.C. 8 1963 and 21 U.S.C. § 853, respectively. Those provisions require the
automatic forfeiture of certain property upon conviction of their respective underlying offenses.

In addition, the provisions of 18 U.S.C. 88 3681-3682 authorizes the court, in certain
circumstancedp order the forfeiture of a violent criminal’s proceeds from the depiction of his crime
in a book, movie, or other medium. Those sections authorize the deposit of proceeds in an escrow
accountin the Crime Victims Fund of the United States Treasury. The money is to remain available
in the account for fivgears to satisfy claims brought against the defendant by the victim(s) of his
offenses. At the end of the five-year pertbd,court may require that any proceeds remaining in
the account be released from escrow and paid into the Fund. 18 U.S.C. § 3681(c)(2).

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85E1.5. Costs of Prosecutior(Policy Statement)

Costs of prosecution shall be imposed on a defendant as required by statute.

Commentary

Background Various statutes require the court to imposedbsts of prosecution: 7 U.S.C. § 13
(larceny or embezzlement in connection with commodity exchanges); 21 U.S.C. § 844 (simple
possessionf controlled substances) (unless the court finds that the defendant lacks the ability to
pay); 26 U.S.C. § 7201 (attempt to defeat or evade income tax); 26 U.S.C. § 7202 (willful failure to
collect or pay tax); 26 U.S.C. § 720Q&illful failure to file income tax return, supply information,

or pay tax); 26 U.S.C. 8§ 7206 (fraud and false statements); 26 U.S.C. § 7210 (failure to obey
summons)26 U.S.C. § 7213 (unauthorized disclosure of information); 26 U.S.C. § 7215 (offenses
with respect to collected taxes); 26 U.S.C. § 7216 (disclosure or use of information by preparers of
returns); 26 U.S.C. § 7232 (failure to register or false statement by gasoline manufacturer or
producer); 42 U.S.C. 8§ 1302c-9 (improper FQiAclosure); 43 U.S.C. § 942-6 (rights of way for
Alaskan wagon roads).

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PART F - SENTENCING OPTIONS

85F1.1. Community Confinement

Communiy confinement may be imposed as a condition of probation or supervised
release.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

"Communityconfinement" means residence in a community treatment center, halfway house,
restitution center, mental health facility, alcohol or drug rehabilitation center, or other
communityfacility; and participation in gainful employment, employment search efforts,
communityservice, vocational training, treatment, educational programs, or similar facility-
approved programs during non-residential hours.

Communityconfinement generally should not be imposed for a period in excess of six months.
A longer period may be imposed to accomplish the objectives of a specific rehabilitative
program, such adrug rehabilitation. The sentencing judge may impose other discretionary
conditions of probation or supervised release appropriate to effectuate community
confinement.

85F1.2. Home Detention

Homedetention may be imposed as a condition of probation or supervised release, but
only as a substitute for imprisonment.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

"Homedetention" means a program of confinement and supervision that restricts the defendant
to his place of residence continuously, except for authorized absences, enforced by appropriate
means of surveillance by the probation office. Wéreorder of home detention is imposed,

the defendant is required to be in his place of residence at all times except for approved
absences for gainful employment, community service, religious services, medical care,
educational or training programs, and such other times as may be specifically authorized.
Electronicmonitoring is an appropriate means of surveillance and ordinarily should be used

in connection with home detention. However, alternative means of surveillance may be used
so long as they are as effective as electronic monitoring.
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2.  Thecourt may impose other conditions of probation or supervised release appropriate to
effectuatdhome detention. If the court concludes that the amenities available in the residence
of a defendant would cause home detention not to be sufficiently punitive, the court may limit
the amenities available.

3. Thedefendant’'s place of residence, for purposes of home detention, need not be the place
wherethe defendant previously resided. It may be any place of residence, so long as the owner
of the residence (and any other person(s) from whom consent is necessary) agrees to any
conditionsthat may be imposed by the cowtg, conditions that a monitoring system be
installed,that there will be no "call forwarding" or "call waiting" services, or that there will
be no cordless telephones or answering machines.

Background The Commission has concluded that the surveillance necessary for effective use of
homedetention ordinarily requires electronic monitoring. However, in some cases home detention
may effectively be enforced without electronic monitorieg,, when the defendant is physically
incapacitatedor where some other effective means of surveillance is available. Accordingly, the
Commissionhas not required that electronic monitoring be a necessary condition for home
detention. Nevertheless, before ordering home detention without electronic monitoring, the court
should be confident that an alternative form of surveillance will be equally effective.

In the usual case, the Commission assumes that a condition requiring that the defendant seek
and maintain gainful employment will be imposed when home detention is ordered.

85F1.3. Community Service

Community service may be ordered as a condition of probation or supervised release.

Commentary

Application Note

1. Communityservice generally should not be imposed in excess of 400 hours. Longer terms of
community service imposeavy administrative burdens relating to the selection of suitable
placements and the monitoring of attendance.

85F1.4. Order of Notice to Victims

The court may order the defendant to pay the cost of giving notice to victims pursuant to
18 U.S.C. § 3555. This cost may be set off against any fine imposed if the court
determines that the imposition of both sanctions would be excessive.
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Commentary

Background In cases where a defendant has been convicted of an offense involving fraud or "other
intentionaly deceptive practices," the court may order the defendant to "give reasonable notice and
explanationof the conviction, in such form as the court may approve” to the victims of the offense.
18 U.S.C. § 3555. The court may order the notice to be given by mail, by advertising in specific
areas or through specific media, or by other appropriate meansletermining whether a notice

is appropriate, the court must consider the generally applicable sentencing factors listed in
18U.S.C. § 3553(a) and the cost involved in giving the notice as it relates to the loss caused by the
crime. The court may not require the defendant to pay more than $20,000 to give notice.

If an order of notice to victims is under consideration, the court must notify the government
andthe defendant. 18 U.S.C. § 3553(d). Upon motion of either party, or on its own motion, the
courtmust: (1) permit the parties to submit affidavits and memoranda relevant to the imposition of
such an order; (2) provide counsel for both parties the opportunity to address orally, in open court,
the appropriateness of such an ordand (3) if it issues such an order, state its reasons for doing
so0. The court may also order any additional procedures that will not unduly complicate or prolong
the sentencing process.

85F1.5. Occupational Restrictions

(@) The court may impose a condition of probatmwrsupervised release prohibiting
thedefendant from engaging in a specified occupation, business, or profession, or
limiting the terms on which the defendant may do so, only if it determines that:

(1) a reasonably direct relationship existed between the defendant's
occupationpusiness, or profession and the conduct relevant to the offense
of conviction; and

(2)  imposition of such a restriction is reasonably necessary to protect the
public because there is reasorbédieve that, absent such restriction, the
defendanwill continue to engage in unlawful conduct similar to that for
which the defendant was convicted.

(b) If the court decides to impose a condition of probation or supervised release
restricting a defendant's engagement in a specified occupation, business, or
profession, the court shall impose the condition for the minimum timéoathe
minimum extent necessary to protect the public.

Commentary
Background The Comprehensive Crime Control Act authorizes the imposition of occupational

restrictions as a condition of probation, 18 U.S.C. § 3563(b)(6), or supervised release,
18 U.S.C. § 3583(d). Pursuant to section 3563(b)(6), a court may require a defendant to:
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[R]efrain, in the case of an individual, from engaging in a specified occupation,
business,or profession bearing a reasonably direct relationship to the conduct
constitutingthe offense, or engage in such a specified occupation, business, or profession
only to a stated degree or under stated circumstances.

Section3583(d) incorporates this section by reference. The Senate Judiciary Committee
Reporton the Comprehensive Crime Control Act explains that the provision was "intended to be
used to preclude the continuation or repetition of illegal activities while avoiding a bar from
employment that exceeds that needed to achieve that result." S. Rep. No. 225, 98th Cong., 1st Sess.
96-97. The condition "should only be used as reasonably necessary to protect the public. It should
not be used as a means of punishing the convicted pergbmt' 96. Section 5F1.5 accordingly
limits the use of the condition and, if imposed, limits its scope, to the minimum reasonably necessary
to protect the public.

Theappellate review provisions permit a defendant to challenge the imposition of a probation
condition under 18 U.S.C. 8§ 3563(b)(6) if "tbentence includes . . . a more limiting condition of
probationor supervised release under section 3563(b)(6) . . . than the maximum established in the
guideline.” 18 U.S.C. 8§ 3742(a)(3)(A). The government may appeal if the sentence includes a "less
limiting" condition of probation than the minimum established in the guideline. 18 U.S.C.

8§ 3742(b)(3)(A).

85F1.6. Denial of Federal Benefits to Drug Traffickers and Possessors

The court, pursuant to 21 U.S.C. § 862, may deny the eligibility for certain Federal
benefitsof any individual convicted of distribution or possession of a controlled substance.

Commentary

Application Note

1. "Federal benefit" is defined in 21 U.S.C. 8§ 862(d) to mean "any grant, contract, loan,
professional licenser commercial license provided by an agency of the United States or by
appropriatedfunds of the United States" but "does not include any retirement, welfare, Social
Security,health, disability, veterans benefit, public housing, or other similar benefit, or any
other benefit for which payments or services are required for eligibility."

Background Subsections (a) and (b) of 21 U.S.C. § 862 provide that an individual convicted of a
stateor federal drug trafficking or possession offense may be denied certain federal benefits. Except
for an individual convicted of a third or subsequent drug distribution offense, the period of benefit
ineligibility, within the applicable maximum term set forth in 21 U.S.C. § 862(a)(1) (for distribution
offensesyand (b)(1)(for possession offenses), is at the discretion of the court. In the case of an
individual convicted of a third or subsequent drug distribution offense, denial of benefits is
mandatoryand permanent under 21 U.S.C. 8§ 862(a)(1)(C) (unless suspended by the court under
21 U.S.C. § 862(c)).
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Subsectiorfb)(2) of 21 U.S.C. 8§ 862 provides that the period of benefit ineligibility that may
be imposed in thease of a drug possession offense "shall be waived in the case of a person who,
if there is a reasonable body of evidence to substantiate such declaration, declares himself to be an
addict and submits himself to a long-term treatment program for addiction, or is deemed to be
rehabilitated pursuant to rules established by the Secretary of Health and Human Services."

Subsectior(c) of 21 U.S.C. 8§ 862 provides that the period of benefit ineligibility shall be
suspendetif the individual (A) completes a supervised drug rehabilitation program after becoming
ineligible under this section; (B) has otherwise been rehabilitated; or (C) has made a good faith
effortto gain admission to a supervised drug rehabilitation program, but is unable to do so because
of inaccessibility or unavailability of such a program, or the inability of the individual to pay for
such a program.”

Subsection (e) of 21 U.S.C. § 862 provides that a period of benefit ineligibility "shall not apply
to anyindividual who cooperates or testifies with the Government in the prosecution of a Federal
or State offense or who is in a Government witness protection program.”

85F1.7. Shock Incarceration Program (Policy Statement)

The court, pursuant to 18 U.S.C. 88 3582(a) and 3621(b)(4), may recommend that a
defendantvho meets the criteria set forth in 18 U.S.C. § 4046 participate in a shock
incarceration program.

Commentary
Section 4046 of Title 18, United States Code, provides --

"(a) the Bureau oPrisons may place in a shock incarceration program any person
whois sentenced to a term of more than 12, but not more than 30 months, if such
person consents to that placement.

(b)  For such initial portion of the term of imprisonment as the Bureau of Prisons
maydetermine, not to exceed six months, an inmate in the shock incarceration
program shall be required to -

(1) adhereto a highly regimented schedule that provides the strict discipline,
physical training, hard labor, drill, and ceremony characteristic of
military basic training; and

(2) participate in appropriate job training and educational programs

(including literacy programs) and drug, alcohol, and other counseling
programs.

(c)  Aninmate who in the judgment of the Director of the Bureau of Prisons has
successfullgompleted the required period of shock incarceration shall remain
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in the custody of the Bureau for such period (not to exceed the remainder of the
prison termotherwise required by law to be served by that inmate), and under
such conditions, as the Bureau deems appropriate. 18 U.S.C. § 4046."

TheBureau of Prisons has issued an operations memorandum (174-90 (5390), November 20,
1990)that outlines eligibility criteria and procedures for the implementation of this program (which
the Bureau of Prisons has titled "intensive confinement program"). Under these procedures, the
Bureauwill not place a defendant in an intensive confinement program unless the sentencing court
has approved, either at the time of sentencing or upon consultation after the Bureau has determined
that the defendant is otherwise eligible. In return for the successful completion of the “intensive
confinement" portion of the program, the defendant is eligible to serve the remainder of his term of
imprisonmenin a graduated release program comprised of community corrections center and home
confinement phases.

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PART G - IMPLEMENTING THE TOTAL SENTENCE OF IMPRISONMENT

85G1.1. Sentencing on a Single Count of Conviction

(&)  Where the statutorily authorized maximum sentence is less tharirtineum of
theapplicable guideline range, the statutorily authorized maximum sentence shall
be the guideline sentence.

(b)  Wherea statutorily required minimum sentence is greater than the maximum of the
applicableguideline range, the statutorily required minimum sentence shall be the
guideline sentence.

(c) In any other case, the sentence may be imposed at any point within the applicable
guideline range, provided that the sentence --

(1) is not greater than the statutorily authorized maximum sentence, and

(2)  is not less than any statutorily required minimum sentence.

Commentary

This section describes how the statutorily authorized maximum sentence, or a statutorily
required minimum sentence, may affect the determination of a sentence under the guidelines. For
example, if thepplicable guideline range is 51-63 months and the maximum sentence authorized
by statute for the offense of conviction is 48 months, the sentence required by the guidelines under
subsectior(a) is 48 months; a sentence of less than 48 months would be a guideline departure. If
theapplicable guideline range is 41-51 months and there is a statutorily required minimum sentence
of 60 months, the sentence required by the guidelines under subsection (b) is 60 months; a sentence
of more than 60 months would be a guideline departure. If the applicable guideline range is 51-63
monthsand the maximum sentence authorized by statute for the offense of conviction is 60 months,
the guideline range is restricted to 51-60 months under subsection (c).

85G1.2. Sentencing on Multiple Counts of Conviction

(@) The sentence to be imposed on a count for which the statute mandates a
consecutive sentence shall be determined and imposed independently.

(b) Exceptas otherwise required by lage€85G1.1(a), (b)), the sentence imposed on
eachother count shall be the total punishment as determined in accordance with
Part D of Chapter Three, and Part C of this Chapter.

(c) If the sentence imposed on the count carrying the highest statutory maximum is
adequaté¢o achieve the total punishment, then the sentences on all counts shall run
concurrently, except to the extent otherwise required by law.
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(d) If the sentence imposed on the count carrying the highest statutory maximum is
lessthan the total punishment, then the sentence imposed on one or more of the
other countshall run consecutively, but only to the extent necessary to produce
acombined sentence equal to the total punishment. In all other respects, sentences
on all counts shall run concurrently, except to the extent otherwise required by
law.

Commentary

This section specifies the procedure for determining the specific sentence to be formally
imposedon each count in a multiple-count case. The combined length of the sentences ("total
punishment”) is determined by the adjusted combined offense level. To the extent possible, the total
punishments to be imposed on each count. Sentences on all counts run concurrently, except as
required to achieve the total sentence, or as required by law.

This section applies to multiple counts of conviction (1) contained in the same indictment or
information,or (2) contained in different indictments or informations for which sentences are to be
imposed at the same time or in a consolidated proceeding.

Usually, at least one of the counts will have a statutory maximum adequate to permit
imposition of the total punishment as the sentence on that count. The sentence on each of the other
counts will then be seitt the lesser of the total punishment and the applicable statutory maximum,
and be made to run concurrently with all or part of the longest sentence. If no count carries an
adequate statutory maximum, consecutive sentences are to be imposed to the extent necessary to
achieve the total punishment.

Countsfor which a statute mandates a consecutive sentence, such as counts charging the use
of a firearm in a violent crime (18 U.S.€.924(c)) are treated separately. The sentence imposed
onsuch a count is the sentence indicated for the particular offense of conviction. That sentence then
runsconsecutively to the sentences imposed on the other c@asSommentary to 882K2 (Wse
of Firearm, Armor-Piercing Ammunition, or Explosive During or in Relation to Certain Crimes)
and3D1.1 (Procedure for Determining Offense Level on Multiple Counts) regarding determination
of the offense levels for related counts when a conviction under 18 U.S.C. § 924(c) is involved. Note,
howeverthat even in the case of a consecutive term of imprisonment imposed under subsection (a),
any term of supervised release imposed is to run concurrently with any other term of supervised
release imposedSeel8 U.S.C. § 3624(e).

85G1.3. Imposition of a Sentence on a Defendant Subject to an Undischarged Term of
Imprisonment

(a) If the instant offense was committed while the defendant was serving a term of
imprisonment (including work release, furlough, or escape status) or after
sentencindor, but before commencing service of, such term of imprisonment, the
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sentencefor the instant offense shall be imposed to run consecutively to the
undischarged term of imprisonment.

(b) If subsection (a) does not apply, and the undischarged term of imprisonment
resulted from offense(s) that have been fully taken into account in the
determinationof the offense level for the instant offense, the sentence for the
instant offense shall be imposedtm concurrently to the undischarged term of
imprisonment.

(9) (Policy Statement) In any other case, $katence for the instant offense may be
imposed to run concurrentlgartially concurrently, or consecutively to the prior
undischargederm of imprisonment to achieve a reasonable punishment for the
instant offense.

Commentary

Application Notes

1.

Consecutivesentence - subsection (a) casémder subsection (a), the court shall impase
consecutivesentence when the instant offense was committed while the defendant was serving
anundischarged term of imprisonment or after sentencing for, but before commencing service
of, such term of imprisonment.

Adjustedconcurrent sentence - subsection (b) cad®hen a sentence is imposed pursuant to
subsectior(b), the court should adjust the sentence for any period of imprisonment already
served as a result of the conduct taken into account in determining the guideline range for the
instantoffense if the court determines that period of imprisonment will not be credited to the
federalsentence by the Bureau of Prisofixample The defendant is convicted of a federal
offensecharging the sale of 30 grams of cocaine. Under §1B1.3 (Relevant Conduct), the
defendants held accountable for the sale of an additional 15 grams of cocaine, an offense for
whichthe defendant has been convicted and sentenced in state court. The defendant received
a nine-month sentence of imprisonment for the state offense and has served six months on that
sentenceat the time of sentencing on the instant federal offense. The guideline range
applicableto the defendant is 10-16 months (Chapter Two offense level of 14 for sale of 45
grams of cocaine; 2-level reduction for acceptance of responsibility; final offense level of 12;
Criminal History Category ). The court determines that a sentence of 13 months provides the
appropriatetotal punishment. Because the defendant has already served six months on the
relatedstate charge as of the date of sentencing on the instant federal offense, a sentence of
severmonths, imposed to run concurrently with the three months remaining on the defendant’s
statesentence, achieves this result. For clarity, the court should note on the Judgment in a
Criminal Case Order that the sentence imposed is not a departure from the guideline range
becausehe defendant has been credited for guideline purposes under 85G1.3(b) with six
monthsserved in state custody that will not be credited to the federal sentence under 18 U.S.C.
§ 3585(b).

Concurrenor consecutive sentence - subsection (c) cdaasrcumstances not covered under
subsection (apr (b), subsection (c) applies. Under this subsection, the court may impose a
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sentenceconcurrently, partially concurrently, or consecutively. To achieve a reasonable
punishment and avoid unwarranted disparity, the cebduld consider the factors set forth
in 18 U.S.C. 8§ 3584 (referencing 18 U.S.C. § 3553(a)) and be cognizant of:

(a) the type €.g, determinate, indeterminate/parolable) and length of the prior
undischarged sentence;

(b) thetime served on the undischarged sentence and the time likely to be served before
release;

(c) thefact that the prior undischarged sentence may have been imposed in state court
rather than federal court, or at a different time before the same or different federal
court; and

(d) anyother circumstance relevant to the determination of an appropriate sentence for the
instant offense.

4. Partially concurrent sentenceln some cases under subsection (c), a partially concurrent
sentencenay achieve most appropriately the desired result. To impose a partially concurrent
sentence, the court may provide in duelgment in a Criminal Case Order that the sentence
for the instant offense shall commence (A) when the defendant is released from the prior
undischarged sentence, or (B) aspecified date, whichever is earlier. This order provides
for a fully consecutive sentence if the defendant is released on the undischarged term of
imprisonmenbn or before the date specified in the order, and a partially concurrent sentence
if the defendant is not released on the undischarged term of imprisonment by that date.

5. Complexsituations Occasionally, the court may be faced with a complex case in which a
defendantnay be subject to multiple undischarged terms of imprisonment that seemingly call
for the application of different rules. In such a case,drt may exercise its discretion in
accordance with subsection (c) to fashion a sentence of appropriate length and structure it to
run in any appropriate manner to achieve a reasonable punishment for the instant offense.

6. Revocations|If the defendant was on federal or state probation, parole, or supervised release
at the time of the instant offense, and has had such probation, parole, or supervised release
revokedthe sentence for the instant offense should be imposed to run consecutively to the term
imposedfor the violation of probation, parole, or supervised release in order to provide an
incrementalpenalty for the violation of probation, parole, or supervised rele&s=8§7B1.3
(Revocation of Probation or Supervised Release) (setting forth a policy that any imprisonment
penaltyimposed for violating probation or supervised release should be consecutive to any
sentence of imprisonment being served or subsequently imposed).

Background In a case in which a defendant is subject to an undischarged sentence of imprisonment,

the court generally has authority to impose an imprisonment sentence on the current offense to run
concurrentlywith or consecutively to the prior undischarged term. 18 U.S.C. § 3584(a). Exercise
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of that authority, however, is predicated on the court’'s consideration of the factors listed in
18 U.S.C. § 3553(a), including any applicable guidelines or policy statements issued by the
Sentencing Commission.

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PART H - SPECIFIC OFFENDER CHARACTERISTICS

Introductory Commentary

Thefollowing policy statements address the relevance of certain offender characteristics to the
determinatiorof whether a sentence should be outside the applicable guideline range and, in certain
cases, to the determination of a sentewittin the applicable guideline range. Under 28 U.S.C.

§ 994(d), the Commission is directed to consider whether certain specific offender characteristics
"have any relevance to the nature, extent, place of service, or other incidents of an appropriate
sentence" and to take them into account only to the extent they are determined to be relevant by the
Commission.

The Commission has determined that certain factors are not ordinarily relevant to the
determinationof whether a sentence should be outside the applicable guideline range. Unless
expresslystated, this does not mean that the Commission views such factors as necessarily
inappropriate to thedetermination of the sentence within the applicable guideline range or to the
determinatiorof various other incidents of an appropriate senteeag (he appropriate conditions
of probation or supervised release). Furthermore, although these factors are not ordinarily relevant
to the determination of whether a sentence should be outside the applicable guideline range, they
may be relevant to this determination in exceptional caSeg85K2.0 (Grounds for Departure).

In addition, 28 U.S.C. § 994(e) requires the Commission to assure that its guidelines and
policy statements reflect the general inappropriateness of considering the defendant’s education,
vocational skills, employment record, family ties and responsibilities, and community ties in
determiningwhether a term of imprisonment should be imposed or the length of a term of
imprisonment.

at 85H1.4 (Physical Condition, Including Drug or Alcohol Dependence or Abuse).

85H1.2. Education and Vocational Skills(Policy Statement)

Educationand vocational skills are not ordinarily relevant in determining whether a

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defendanmay have misused special training or education to facilitate criminal activity is
anexpress guideline factoiSee83B1.3 (Abuse of Position of Trust or Use of Special
Skill).

Educatiorand vocational skills may be relevant in determining the conditions of probation
or supervised release for rehabilitative purposes, for public protection by restricting
activitiesthat allow for the utilization of a certain skill, or in determining the appropriate
type of community service.

Mental and emotional conditions are not ordinarily relevant in determining whether a
sentenceshould be outside the applicable guideline range, except as provided in Chapter
Five, Part K, Subpart 2 (Other Grounds for Departure).

Mental and emotional conditions may be relevant in determining the conditions of
probationor supervised release;g, participation in a mental health progrased
§85B1.3(d)(5) and 5D1.3(d)(5)).

85H1.4. Physical Condition, Including Drug or Alcohol Dependence or Abuse(Policy
Statement)

Physical condition or appearance, including physique, is not ordinarily relevant in
determining whether a sentence should be outside the applicable guideline range.
However an extraordinary physical impairment may be a reason to impose a sentence
below the applicable guideline rangeg, in the case of a seriously infirm defendant,
home detention may be as efficient as, and less costly than, imprisonment.

Drug or alcohol dependence or abuse is not a reason for imposing a sentence below the
guidelines. Substance abuse is highly correlated to an increased propensity to commit
crime. Due to this increased risk, it is highly recommended that a defendant who is
incarceratedlso be sentenced to supervised release with a requirement that the defendant
participatdn an appropriate substance abuse progsasg5D1.3(d)(4)). If participation

in a substance abuse program is required, the length of supervised release should take into
account théength of time necessary for the supervisory body to judge the success of the
program.

Similarly, where a defendant who is a substance abuser is sentenced to probation, it is
strongly recommended that the conditions of probation contain a requirement that the
defendant participate in an appropriate substance abuse pregefsg1.3(d)(4)).

§5J1.1.

Relief from Disability Pertaining to Convicted Persons Prohibited from Holding
Certain Positions (Policy Statement)

A collateral consequence obnviction of certain crimes described in 29 U.S.C. 88 504
and1111 is the prohibition of convicted persons from service and employment with labor
unions,employer associations, employee pension and welfare benefit plans, and as labor
relationsconsultants in the private sector. A convicted person’s prohibited service or
employmentn such capacities without having been granted one of the following three
statutory procedures of administrative or judicial relief is subject to criminal prosecution.
First, a disqualified person whose citizenship rights have been fully restored to him or her
in the jurisdiction of conviction, following the revocation of such rights as a result of the
disquaifying conviction, is relieved of the disability. Second, a disqualified person
convictedafter October 12, 1984, may petition the sentencing court to reduce the statutory
lengthof disability (thirteen years after date of sentencing or release from imprisonment,
whicheveris later) to a lesser period (not less than three years after date of conviction or
releasdrom imprisonment, whichever is later). Third, a disqualified person may petition
eitherthe United States Parole Commission or a United States District Court judge to
exempt his or her service or employmenéa particular prohibited capacity pursuant to

the procedures set forth in 29 U.S.C. 88§ 504(a)(B) and 1111(a)(B). In the case of a
persorconvicted of a disqualifying crime committed before November 1, 1987, the United
States Parole Commission will continue to process such exemption applications.

In the case of a person convicted of a disqualifying crime committed on or after November
1, 1987, however, a petition for exemption from disability must be directed to a United
States DistricCourt. If the petitioner was convicted of a disqualifying federal offense,
the petition is directed to the sentencing judge. If the petitioner was convicted of a
disqualifying state or local offense, the petition is directed to the United States District
Court for the district in which the offense was committedsuch cases, relief shall not
begiven to aid rehabilitation, but may be granted only following a clear demonstration by
the convicted person that he or she has been rehabilitated since commission of the
disqualifyingcrime and can therefore be trusted not to endanger the organization in the
position for which he or she seeks relief from disability.

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PART K - DEPARTURES

1. SUBSTANTIAL ASSISTANCE TO AUTHORITIES

§85K1.1. Substantial Assistance to Authorities(Policy Statement)

Upon motion of the government stating that the defendant has provided substantial
assistancén the investigation or prosecution of another person who has committed an
offense, the court may depart from the guidelines.

(@) Theappropriate reduction shall be determined by the court for reasons stated that
may include, but are not limited to, consideration of the following:

(1) thecourt's evaluation of the significance and usefulness of the defendant’s
assistancetaking into consideration the government’s evaluation of the
assistance rendered;

(2)  the truthfulness, completeness, and reliability of any information or
testimony provided by the defendant;

(3) the nature and extent of the defendant’s assistance;

(4) anyinjury suffered, or any danger or risk of injury to the defendant or his
family resulting from his assistance;

(5) the timeliness of the defendant’s assistance.

Commentary

Application Notes

1. Undercircumstances set forth in 18 U.S.C. § 3553(e) and 28 U.S.C. § 994(n), as amended,
substantiabssistance in the investigation or prosecution of another person who has committed
an offense may justify a sentence below a statutorily required minimum sentence.

2. Thesentencing reduction for assistance to authorities shall be considered independently of any
reduction for acceptance of responsibility. Substantial assistance is directed to the
investigation and prosecution of criminal activities by persons other than the defendant, while
acceptanceof responsibility is directed to the defendant’s affirmative recognition of
responsibility for his own conduct.

3. Substantialweight should be given to the government’'s evaluation of the extent of the

defendant’s assistance, particularly whéne extent and value of the assistance are difficult
to ascertain.
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Background A defendant’s assistancedathorities in the investigation of criminal activities has
beenrecognized in practice and by statute as a mitigating sentencing factor. The nature, extent, and
significanceof assistance can involve a broad spectrum of conduct that must be evaluated by the
court on an individual basis. Latitude is, therefore, afforded the sentencing judge to reduce a
sentence based upon variable releviactors, including those listed above. The sentencing judge
must,however, state the reasons for reducing a sentence under this section. 18 U.S.C. § 3553(c).
Thecourt may elect to provide its reasons to the defernidazgmeraand in writing under seal for

the safety of the defendant or to avoid disclosure of an ongoing investigation.

85K1.2. Refusal to Assist(Policy Statement)

A defendant’s refusal to assist authorities in the investigation of other persons may not be
considered as an aggravating sentencing factor.

2. OTHER GROUNDS FOR DEPARTURE

85K2.0. Grounds for Departure (Policy Statement)

Under18 U.S.C. § 3553(b) the sentencing court may impose a sentence outside the range
establishedby the applicable guideline, if the court finds "that there exists an aggravating
or mitigating circumstance of a kind, or to a degree, not adequately taken into
consideratiorby the Sentencing Commission in formulating the guidelines that should
resultin a sentence different from that described.” Circumstances that may warrant
departure from the guidelines pursuant to gnevision cannot, by their very nature, be
comprehensively listed and analyzecdvance. The controlling decision as to whether
and to what extent departure is warranted canlomiyade by the courts. Nonetheless,
this subpart seeks to aid the court by identifying some of the factors that the Commission
has notbeen able to take into account fully in formulating the guidelines. Any case may
involve factors in addition to those identified that have not been given adequate
consideratiorby the Commission. Presence of any such factor may warrant departure
from the guidelines, under some circumstances, in the discretion of the sentencing court.
Similarly, the court may depart from the guidelines, even though the reason for departure
is taken into consideration in the guidelinegy( as a specific offense characteristic or
otheradjustment), if the court determines that, in light of unusual circumstances, the
guideline level attached to that factor is inadequate.
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Where, for example, the applicable offense guideline and adjustments do take into
considerabn a factor listed in this subpart, departure from the applicable guideline range
is warranted only if the factor is present to a degree substantially in excess of that which
ordinarilyis involved in the offense. Thus, disruption of a governmental function, 85K2.7,
would have to be quite serious to warrant departure from the guidelines when the
applicableoffense guideline is bribery or obstruction of justice. When the theft offense
guideline is applicable, however, and the theft caused disruption of a governmental
function, departure from the applicable guideline range more readily would be appropriate.
Similarly, physical injury would not warrant departure from the guidelines when the
robberyoffense guideline is applicable because the robbery guideline includes a specific
adjustmenbased on the extent of any injury. However, because the robbery guideline
doesnot deal with injury to more than one victim, departure would be warranted if several
persons were injured.

Also, a factor may be listed as a specific offense characteristic under one guideline but not
underall guidelines. Simply because it was not listed does not mean that there may not
be circumstances when that factor would be relevant to sentencing. For example, the use
of a weapon has been listed as a specific offense characteristic under many guidelines, but
notunder other guidelines. Therefore, if a weapon is a relevant factor to sentencing under
one of these other guidelines, the court may depart for this reason.

An offender characteristic or other circumstance that is not ordinarily relevant in
determining whether a sentence should be outside the applicable guideline range may be
relevant to this determination if such characteristic or circumstance is present to an
unusualdegree and distinguishes the case from the "heartland" cases covered by the
guidelines in a way that is important to the statutory purposes of sentencing.

Commentary

The last paragraptof this policy statement sets forth the conditions under which an offender
characteristic or other circumstance that is not ordinarily relevant to a departure from the
applicable guideline range may be relevant to this determination. The Commission does not
foreclose the possibility of an extraordinary case that, because of a combination of such
characteristics or circumstances, differs significantly from the "heartland" cases covered by the
guidelinesin a way that is important to the statutory purposes of sentencing, even though none of
thecharacteristics or circumstances individually distinguishes the case. However, the Commission
believes that such cases will be extremely rare.

In the absence of a characteristic or circumstance that distinguishes a case as sufficiently
atypical to warrant a sentence different from that called for under the guidelines, a sentence outside
the guideline range is not authorize&eel8 U.S.C8 3553(b). For example, dissatisfaction with
the available sentencing range or a preference for a different sentencth#ttauthorized by the
guidelines is not an appropriate basis for a sentence outside the applicable guideline range.

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8§5K2.1. Death (Policy Statement)
If death resulted, the court may increase the sentence above the authorized guideline range.

Lossof life does not automatically suggest a sentence at or near the statutory maximum.
The sentencing judge must give consideration to matters that would normally distinguish
amongevels of homicide, such as the defendant’s state of mind and the degree of planning
or preparation. Other appropriate factors are whether multiple deaths resulted, and the
meansby which life was taken. The extent of the increase should depend on the
dangerousness the defendant’s conduct, the extent to which death or serious injury was
intended or knowinglyisked, and the extent to which the offense level for the offense of
conviction,as determined by the other Chapter Two guidelines, already reflects the risk
of personal injury.For example, a substantial increase may be appropriate if the death
was intended or knowingly risked or if the underlying offense was one for which base
offense levels do not reflect an allowance for the risk of personal injury, such as fraud.

8§5K2.2.  Physical Injury (Policy Statement)

If significant physical injury resulted, the court may increase the sentence above the
authorizedguideline range. The extent of the increase ordinarily should depend on the
extentof the injury, the degree to which it may prove permanent, and the extent to which
theinjury was intended or knowingly risked. When the victim suffers a major, permanent
disabilityand when such injury was intentionally inflicted, a substantial departure may be
appropriate.If the injury is less serious or if the defendant (though criminally negligent)
did not knowingly create the risk of harm, a less substantial departure would be indicated.
In general, the same considerations apply as in 85K2.1.

8§5K2.3. Extreme Psychological Injury (Policy Statement)

If a victim or victims suffered psychological injury much more serious than that normally
resulting from commission of the offense, the court may inctbassentence above the
authorizedguideline range. The extent of the increase ordinarily should depend on the
severityof the psychological injury and the extent to which the injury was intended or
knowingly risked.

Normdly, psychological injury would be sufficiently severe to warrant application of this
adjustmenbnly when there is a substantial impairment of the intellectual, psychological,
emotional,or behavioral functioning of a victim, when the impairment is likely to be of an
extendedr continuous duration, and when the impairment manifests itself by physical or
psychological symptoms or by changes in behavior patterns. The court should consider
the extent to which such harm was likely, given the nature of the defendant’s conduct.

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85K2.4.  Abduction or Unlawful Restraint (Policy Statement)

If a person was abducted, taken hostage, or unlawfully restrained to facilitate commission
of the offense or to facilitate the escape from the scene of the crime, the court may increase
the sentence above the authorized guideline range.

85K2.5. Property Damage or Loss(Policy Statement)

If the offense caused property damage or loss not taken into account within the guidelines,
the court may increase tBentence above the authorized guideline range. The extent of
theincrease ordinarily should depend on the extent to which the harm was intended or
knowingly risked and on the extent to which the harm to property is more serious than
other harm caused or risked by the conduct relevant to the offense of conviction.

85K2.6. Weapons and Dangerous Instrumentalitie§Policy Statement)

If a weapon or dangerous instrumentality was used or possessed in the commission of the
offensethe court may increase the sentence above the authorized guideline range. The
extentof the increase ordinarily should depend on the dangerousness of the weapon, the
mannerin which it was used, and the extent to which its use endangered others. The
discharge of a firearm might warrant a substantial sentence increase.

8§85K2.7. Disruption of Governmental Function (Policy Statement)

If the defendant’s conduct resulted in a significant disruption of a governmental function,
the court may increase the sentence above the authorized guideline range to reflect the
natureand extent of the disruption and the importance of the governmental function
affected. Departure from the guidelines ordinarily would not be justified when the offense
of conviction is an offense such as bribery or obstruction of justice; in such cases
interferencewith a governmental function is inherent in the offense, and unless the
circumstanceare unusual the guidelines will reflect the appropriate punishment for such
interference.

§5K2.8. Extreme Conduct (Policy Statement)

If the defendant’s conduct was unusually heinous, cruel, brutal, or degrading to the victim,
the court may increase the sentence above the guideline range to reflect the nature of the
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conduct. Examples of extreme conduct include torture of a victim, gratuitous infliction
of injury, or prolonging of pain or humiliation.

Criminal Purpose (Policy Statement)

If the defendant committed the offense in order to facilitate or conceal the commission of
another offense, the court may increasestiigence above the guideline range to reflect
the actual seriousness of the defendant’s conduct.

8§5K2.10. Victim's Conduct (Policy Statement)

If the victim’'s wrongful conduct contributed significantly to provoking the offense
behaviorthe court may reduce the sentence below the guideline range to reflect the nature
andcircumstances of the offense. In deciding the extent of a sentence reduction, the court
should consider:

(@) thesize and strength of the victim, or other relevant physical characteristics, in
comparison with those of the defendant;

(b)  thepersistence of the victim’s conduct and any efforts by the defendant to prevent
confrontation;

(c) thedanger reasonably perceived by the defendant, including the victim’s reputation
for violence;

(d)  the danger actually presented to the defendant by the victim; and

(e) any other relevant conduct by the victim that substantially contributed to the
danger presented.

Victim misconduct ordinarily would not be sufficient to warrant application of this
provision in the context of offenses under Chapter Two, Part A.3 (Criminal Sexual
Abuse). In addition, this provision usually would not be relevant in the context of non-
violent offenses. There may, however, be unusual circumstances in which substantial
victim misconduct would warrant a reduced penalty incdse of a non-violent offense.

For example, an extended course of provocation and harassment might lead a defendant
to steal or destroy property in retaliation.

Lesser Harms(Policy Statement)

Sometimes, a defendamiy commit a crime in order to avoid a perceived greater harm.

In such instances, a reduced sentence may be appropriate, provided that the circumstances
significantly diminish society’s interest in punishing the conduct, for example, in the case

of a mercy killing. Where the interest in punishment or deterrence is not reduced, a
reductionin sentence is not warranted. For example, providing defense secrets to a hostile
powershould receive no lesser punishment simply because the defendant believed that the
government’s policies were misdirected.

In other instances, conduct may not cause or threaten the harm or evil sought to be
preventedy the law proscribing the offense at issue. For example, where a war veteran
possessed machine gun or grenade as a trophy, or a school teacher possessed controlled
substancedor display in a drug education program, a reduced sentence might be
warranted.

Coercion and DuresqPolicy Statement)

If the defendant committed tlodfense because of serious coercion, blackmail or duress,
undercircumstances not amounting to a complete defense, the court may decrease the
sentencebelow the applicable guideline range. The extent of the decrease ordinarily
shoulddepend on the reasonableness of the defendant’s actions and on the extent to which
the conduct would have been less harmful under the circumstances as the defendant
believedthem to be. Ordinarily coercion will be sufficiently serious to warrant departure
only when it involves a threat of physical injury, substantial damage to property or similar
injury resulting from the unlawful action of a third party or from a natural emergency.

Diminished Capacity (Policy Statement)

If the defendant committed a non-violent offense while suffering from significantly reduced
mentalcapacity not resulting from voluntary use of drugs or other intoxicants, a lower
sentencemay be warranted to reflect the extent to which reduced mental capacity
contibuted to the commission of the offense, provided that the defendant’'s criminal
history does not indicate a need for incarceration to protect the public.

If the defendant voluntarily discloses to authorities the existence of, and accepts
responsibilityfor, the offense prior to the discovery of such offense, and if such offense
wasunlikely to have been discovered otherwise, a departure below the applicable guideline
rangefor that offense may be warranted. For example, a downward departure under this
sectionmight be considered where a defendant, motivated by remorse, discloses an offense
that otherwise would have remained undiscovered. This provision does not apply where
the motivating factor is the defendaritisowledge that discovery of the offense is likely

or imminent, or where the defendant’s disclosure occurs in connection with the
investigation or prosecution of the defendant for related conduct.

8§85K2.17. High-Capacity, Semiautomatic Firearms(Policy Statement)

If the defendant possessed a high-capacity, semiautomatic firearm in connection with a
crime of violence or controlled substance offense, an upward departure may be warranted.
A "high-capacity, semiautomatic firearm" means a semiautomatic firearm that has a

magazinecapacity of more than ten cartridges. The extent of any increase should depend
uponthe degree to which the nature of the weapon increased the likelihood of death or
injury in the circumstances of the particular case.

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§5K2.18. Violent Street Gangs(Policy Statement)

If the defendant is subject to an enhanced sentence under 18 U.S.C. § 521 (pertaining to
criminal street gangs), an upward departure may be warranted. The purpose of this
departureprovision is to enhance the sentences of defendants who participate in groups,
clubs,organizations, or associations that use violence to further their ends. It is to be
notedthat there may be cases in which 18 U.S.C. § 521 applies, but no violence is
established. In such cases, it is expectedttieaguidelines will account adequately for

the conduct and, consequently, this departure provision would not apply.
