Crack Cocaine Trafficking Offenses

STATISTICAL OVERVIEW: FISCAL YEAR 2011

In fiscal year 2011, federal courts sentenced 4,219 crack cocaine
trafficking offenders. Crack cocaine was the primary drug type involved in
17.2 percent of drug trafficking offenses. More than 50 percent (53.8%,
n=2,269) of crack cocaine trafficking offenders were sentenced by judges in
just four circuits, with the Fourth Circuit leading at 903 offenders (21.4% of
crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide). Judges in the Fifth Circuit
sentenced 458 crack cocaine trafficking offenders (10.9% of crack cocaine
trafficking offenders nationwide), followed by the Second Circuit with 456
offenders (10.8% of crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide) and the
Sixth Circuit with 452 offenders (10.7% of crack cocaine trafficking
offenders nationwide).” The proportion of the circuit’s drug trafficking
caseload comprised of crack cocaine trafficking offenses also varied. Crack
cocaine trafficking offenses were 40.5 percent of the Fourth Circuit’s total
drug trafficking caseload, while crack cocaine trafficking offenses were only
9.2 percent of the Fifth Circuit’s drug trafficking caseload. Similarly, crack
cocaine offenses in the Second Circuit were 25.5 percent of its drug

trafficking caseload, and those in the Sixth Circuit were 23.2 percent of its
drug trafficking caseload. As depicted in the table below, the proportion of a
circuit’s drug trafficking caseload comprised of crack cocaine trafficking
offenses ranged from a low of 4.5 percent in the Ninth Circuit to a high of
40.5 percent in the Fourth Circuit.

When viewed at the district level, the number of crack cocaine
trafficking offenders sentenced in each district ranged from zero (Guam,
Montana, and Northern Mariana Islands) to 200 (South Carolina). South
Carolina was the only district in which judges sentenced 200 or more crack
cocaine offenders (4.7% of crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide)
in fiscal year 2011. Judges in seven other districts sentenced more than 100
such offenders: Eastern North Carolina with 183 offenders (4.3% of crack
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cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide); Western Texas with 166 offenders
(3.9% of crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide); Eastern Virginia
with 136 offenders (3.2% of crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide);
Southern New York with 133 offenders (3.2% of crack cocaine trafficking
offenders nationwide); Eastern Tennessee with 123 offenders (2.9% of crack
cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide); Central California with 109
offenders (2.6% of crack cocaine trafficking offenders nationwide); and
Middle Florida with 103 offenders (2.4% of crack cocaine trafficking
offenders nationwide). Judges in the eight districts listed above sentenced
slightly less than 30 percent (27.2%) of the 4,219 crack cocaine trafficking
offenders sentenced nationwide in fiscal year 2011.° Judges in more than
half of the 94 districts (n=58) sentenced fewer than 50 crack cocaine
trafficking offenders.

In those districts in which judges sentenced crack cocaine trafficking
offenders in fiscal year 2011, crack cocaine trafficking offenders comprised
varying percentages of the districts’ drug trafficking caseloads, ranging from
a low of 0.4 percent (Arizona) to a high of 61.5 percent (Northern
Mississippi). In five districts, 50 percent or more of the drug trafficking
caseload was comprised of crack cocaine trafficking offenses. Those
districts were: Northern Mississippi (61.5% of drug trafficking offenses in
the district, n=40); Central Illinois (55.8% of drug trafficking offenses in the
district, n=77); Eastern North Carolina (52.9% of drug trafficking offenses in
the district, n=183); Middle North Carolina (51.6% of drug trafficking
offenses in the district, n=79); and Connecticut (50.0% of drug trafficking
offenses in the district, n=82). In contrast, in six districts, less than three
percent of the drug trafficking caseload was comprised of crack cocaine
trafficking cases: Arizona (0.4% of drug trafficking offenses in the district,
n=8); Idaho (0.7% of drug trafficking offenses in the district, n=1); Wyoming
(0.7% of drug trafficking offenses in the district, n=1); Southern California
(1.2% of drug trafficking offenses in the district, n=14); Southern Texas

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NATIONAL TREND ANALYSIS

This section addresses federal sentencing
trends for crack cocaine trafficking offenses over
time. Much of the analysis uses time periods that
are based on major changes in the legal framework
governing federal sentencing rather than time peri-
ods divided by fiscal or calendar year. These four
periods, the Koon, PROTECT Act, Booker, and Gall
periods, and their significance, are discussed more
fully in Part A.

The number of crack cocaine trafficking
offenders sentenced nationwide peaked in fiscal year
2008, but the number decreased in each year thereaf-
ter. Crack cocaine trafficking offenses have re-
mained approximately the same percentage of the
drug trafficking caseload over the four periods.
During the Koon period, 22.4 percent of drug traf-
ficking offenses were crack cocaine trafficking of-
fenses. This percentage was 20.7 percent during the
PROTECT Act period, 22.3 percent during the
Booker period, and 20.9 percent during the Gall pe-
riod.

OFFENDER AND OFFENSE CHARACTERISTICS

The overwhelming majority of crack co-
caine trafficking offenders have been United States
citizens and male in every period. Black offenders
have comprised the majority of crack cocaine traf-
ficking offenders. Hispanic offenders were the sec-
ond largest group in the Koon, PROTECT Act, and
Gall periods. During the Booker period, White of-
fenders were the second largest group of offenders.
The vast majority of crack cocaine trafficking of-
fenders have been U.S. citizens during every period

During the Koon period, the largest percent-
ages of crack cocaine trafficking offenders were in
Criminal History Categories I and III, but over time
the percentage of offenders in Criminal History Cat-
egories [-I1I has generally decreased while the per-
centage of offenders in Criminal History Categories
IV-VI has generally increased. During the Gall pe-
riod, the largest percentages of crack cocaine traf-
ficking offenders were in Criminal History Category
VI and Criminal History Category L.

The average guideline minimum can generally be
viewed as a proxy for the seriousness of the offense. How-
ever, average guideline minimums in crack cocaine traf-
ficking offenses may have increased or decreased due to
changes in mandatory minimum penalties or guideline
amendments. The average guideline minimum for crack
cocaine trafficking offenses has decreased from the PRO-
TECT Act through the Gall periods, likely reflecting statu-
tory changes and guidelines amendments reducing penal-
ties for crack cocaine trafficking offenses. The average
sentence length has exhibited the same trend. Changes in
sentence length are influenced by various factors including
the guideline range, departures, and variances.

The table includes the percentage of crack cocaine
trafficking offenders who were granted safety valve relief
from the mandatory minimum penalty, pursuant to 18
U.S.C. § 3553(f) and USSG §5C1.2.

The table also includes the percentage of crack
cocaine trafficking offenses that involved a weapon, be-
cause the offender was convicted under 18 U.S.C. § 924(c)
or because the offender received the weapon enhancement
at §2D1.1(b)(1). An offender who possessed a firearm or
other dangerous weapon (or induced another participant to
do so) in connection with the offense is ineligible for safety
valve relief.

Within range sentence rates have decreased over
time, and in the Gall period less than half of crack cocaine
trafficking offenders were sentenced within the range. The
decrease was largely attributable to increasing rates of non-
government sponsored below range sentences.

The extent of the reduction from the guideline
minimum has varied depending on the type of below range
sentence, but substantial assistance departures have typical-
ly led to the largest reductions.

The rate of within range sentences for crack
cocaine trafficking offenders has generally de-
creased from fiscal year 2004 through fiscal year
2010, while the rate of non-government sponsored
below range sentences has generally increased.
However, in fiscal year 2011, the rate of within
range sentences increased and the rate of non-
government sponsored below range sentences de-
creased, which may reflect statutory changes and
guidelines amendments reducing penalties for crack
cocaine trafficking offenses. The rate of govern-
ment sponsored below range sentences has been rel-
atively stable over time.

The relationship between the red and blue
lines indicates that average sentences have tracked
average guideline minimums in crack
cocaine trafficking offenses through fiscal year
2008. In fiscal years 2009 and 2010, however,
when the average guideline minimum increased, the
average sentence either stayed the same or de-
creased. In fiscal year 2011 there was a decrease in
both the average guideline minimum and the aver-
age sentence, likely reflecting the recent statutory
and corresponding guideline reductions in crack
cocaine trafficking penalties.

The percentage difference between the aver-
age guideline minimum and the average sentence
has varied only slightly through fiscal year 2008 but
increased in fiscal years 2009 and 2010. However,
the percentage difference decreased in fiscal year
2011. This figure and others demonstrate that,
while the influence of the guidelines diminished
somewhat in crack cocaine trafficking offenses in
the Gall period, recent statutory and guidelines
changes may reverse this decline.
